	Exploring Projects

	Objective: To explore how projects work in Siebel Tools.
	 10-15 minutes


Instructions:

In this lab, you will modify the Account Screen object definition.

1. Explore what needs to be done to modify an object definition. You will use the Account business component for this step.

a. In Siebel Tools, select Business Component and query for Account in the OBLE. Note that you cannot modify it because you have not yet locked the project to which it belongs.
b. The Project property specifies the project to which the object definition belongs. What is the value of the Project property?

c. Click the Comments property in the Object List Editor (OBLE) for the Account object definition. You will probably have to scroll to the far right of the window to find the Comments property. You may want to right-click in the OLBE and select Columns Displayed and then move the Comments column so that it appears in the first few columns displayed.

i. Can you change its value?


ii. What visual cues reinforce this?


iii. What must you do before you can edit the Account business component object definition?


d. Verify that the project is, in fact, not already locked:

i. Select Project in the OE.

ii. Query for Name = Account. Is the project locked?


2. Select Applet :: Account List Applet in the Object Explorer. Which project will you need to lock to be able to modify Account List Applet object definition?


3. Select Account (SSE) from the Project drop-down list at the top of the Object Explorer window. Do you see more or fewer object types displayed in the OE?


4. Reset your OE display so that you have an unrestricted list of all the projects. Select ** All Projects ** at the top of the Project drop-down list in the Object Explorer window.

5. You will lock the Account Project now.

a. Select Applet :: Account List Applet
b. Select Tools and click Lock Project. 
c. What is the visual cue you observe to tell the project is locked?


6. Alternatively, the project can also be locked in the following way:

a. Select Project :: Account (SSE). Set the Locked flag to true.

b. What is the value for the property Locked by Name?

7. Individual object definitions can also be locked.

a. Allow Object Locking flag set to true will allow the user to lock individual object definitions Select Project :: Account (SSE). Is the Allow Object Locking flag checked?


8. Now the project Account is locked for modification. Object definitions under this project can be modified or new object definitions can be added.

a. Select Applet Object in the OE.

b. Create a new applet object definition. This is done by right-clicking in the Applets list and selecting New Record, or by entering Ctrl+N.

c. Click on the dropdown for the property Project. Are you able to find the project Account (SSE) in the list? 


d. Click Close to close the Project picklist window.

e. Right-click and select Undo Record to delete the newly created record

NOTE: We are working on the Sample database, so we can lock the project directly and work on the object definitions. But when there is a Server and a Client environment setup, project definitions should not be locked or modified on the server directly. Each user should follow the process of Check-Out and Check-In.
